One of the most exciting 
and rewarding things about teaching, 
Green said, “is the moment when 
the student ‘gets it’.

This happens too in speaking engage-
ments around the community. Over the 
years, he’s been invited to share his knowl-
edge and experience at numerous events, 
including the FDIC, Gwinnett Tech Student 
Leadership Conference, Gwinnett Chamber

discussion, the CDC Financial Management 
Office, Women in Electronics, and various 
others. 

A passion for educating youth includes 
the numerous internships Green Financial 
has provided to help young people learn 
about the industry and running a small 
business to help them further their career 
goals.
